° Required Text: Art Matters: A Contemporary Approach to Art Appreciation
by Pamela Gordon

An introductory survey of the visual arts with guidelines to evaluate art by focusing on selected works
from the textbook as well as including current local exhibitions and creating individual projects. This
course fills the Visual and Performing Arts core curriculum requirements.

Course Objectives:

° Cultivate a greater appreciation and understanding for the arts

Course Content:
= Define the term “art” and its purposes, including general categories of visual art
= |dentify the visual elements and design principles

= Examine the techniques of the Fine and Applied Arts such as: sculpture, painting, drawing,
printmaking, photography and crafts

= The art of the past: historical trends and styles in visual arts and how the art produced by each
culture studied has influenced and been influenced by other cultures and civilizations

Course Requirements:
