Fully Face-to-Face ~ In this course, classes will be held face-to-face, four times a week
in a classroom, specifically twice on Tuesdays and twice on Thursdays in Room M128.

It is permissible to submit photos of your work but
creating pdfs of your homework and uploading those is the best way to ensure a clear,
easy to read/grade document.

The
syllabus, instructor contact information, and all course resources including notes,
assignment documents, and lecture videos are stored there. Assignments due dates
and exam dates are posted on the Blackboard calendar. I'll be posting your grades in
the gradebook on Blackboard so that is where you can see what your grade is in the
course at any time.

Course Title: Co-requisite Contemporary Mathematics (Contemporary Mathematics Support Course ~ MATH 0032 and
Contemporary Mathematics ~ MATH 1332)

MATH 0332 Course Description: Math 0332 is to be taken concurrently with MATH 1332. Background topics which are
necessary for a student to successfully complete MATH 1332 will be covered, with an emphasis on integers, percentages,
graphing, fractions, exponents, radicals, statistics, and geometry.

MATH 0332 Prerequisite: Maximum score of 349 on the TSIA1 without an ABE score, minimum diagnostic score of 3 on
the TSIA2, or a successful completion of NCBM 0105.

MATH 1332 Course Description: Intended for Non-STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics) majors.
Topics include introductory treatments of sets and logic, financial mathematics, probability and statistics with appropriate
applications. Number sense, proportional reasoning, estimation, technology, and communication should be embedded
throughout the course. Additional topics may be covered.

MATH 1332 Prerequisite: Minimum score of 350 on the TSIAL, minimum score of 950 on the TSIA2, a diagnostic score
of 6 on the TSIA2, TSIl-exempt status, a successful completion with a grade of ‘C’ or better in MATH 0337, or successful
completion of NCBM-0112.

Course Evaluation: There will be departmental final exam questions given by all instructors.
