Course Modality: Fully Face-to-Face ~ In this course, classes will be held face-to-face, twice a week in a 
classroom, specifically Mondays and Wednesdays in Room AG105. 

 

Textbook: NO TEXTBOOK IS REQUIRED FOR THIS COURSE!!  All resources for the course, 
including notes, assignments, etc., are available on Blackboard.  However, if you’d like 
to purchase a textbook to have as an additional resource, the adopted textbook for the 
course is specified on Page 3 of this syllabus. 

 

Supplies: You will need pencils, notebook paper, and a folder or binder.  A non-graphing scientific 
calculator (such as a TI-30) is required.  Calculators on cell phones or other 
electronic devices are not allowed.  

 

You will need access to a working computer with reliable internet access.  All homework 
will be submitted on Blackboard.  It is permissible to submit photos of your work but 
creating pdfs of your homework and uploading those is the best way to ensure a clear, 
easy to read/grade document.  There are several methods/apps for doing this.  A couple 
of popular apps are CamScanner and Genius Scan. 

 

Blackboard: All information and resources needed for this course are available on Blackboard.  The 
syllabus, instructor contact information, and all course resources including notes, 
assignment documents, and lecture videos are stored there.  Assignments due dates 
and exam dates are posted on the Blackboard calendar.  I’ll be posting your grades in 
the gradebook on Blackboard so that is where you can see what your grade is in the 
course at any time.  You should get into the habit of checking Blackboard daily for 
pertinent information.

Course Description:  In-depth study and applications of polynomial, rational, radical, exponential and 
logarithmic functions, and systems of equations using matrices. Additional topics such as sequences, series, 
probability, and conics may be included. 
 
Prerequisite: Minimum score of 350 on the TSIA1, minimum score of 950 on the TSIA2, a diagnostic score of 
6 on the TSIA2, TSI-exempt status, a successful completion with a grade of ‘C’ or better in MATH 0320, or 
successful completion of NCBM-0114. 
 
Credit: 3  Lecture:  3  Lab:  1 
 
Textbook: College Algebra with Intermediate Algebra: A Blended Course, Beecher, Penna, Johnson, and 
Bittinger, 2018, 1st Edition, Prentice Hall/Pearson Education→ Please note, this textbook is NOT REQUIRED 
for this course!!  However, you have the option of purchasing this textbook as an additional resource for the 
course if you’d like to have one.

Student Learning Outcomes: Upon completion of this course and receiving a passing grade, the student will 
be able to: 

1. Demonstrate and apply knowledge of properties of functions, including domain and range, operations, 
compositions, and inverses.  

2. Recognize and apply polynomial, rational, radical, exponential and logarithmic functions and solve 
related equations.  

3. Apply graphing techniques.  
4. Evaluate all roots of higher degree polynomial and rational functions.  
5. Recognize, solve and apply systems of linear equations using matrices. 
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Student Learning Outcomes Assessment: A pre- and post-test will be used to determine the extent of 
improvement that the students have gained during the semester. 
 
Course Evaluation:  There will be departmental final exam questions given by all instructors. 
 
Attendance/Student Engagement Policy:  Attendance and engagement are the most critical activities for 
success in this course. The instructor maintains records of the student’s attendance and submission of 
assignments throughout the semester. The student is expected to attend at least eighty percent (80%) of the 
total class meetings and submit at least eighty percent (80%) of the total class assignments to have the best 
chance of success. If the student fails to meet these minimum requirements, the instructor may remove the 
student from the class with an X, upon their discretion, to help the student from harming their GPA. If the 
student can not receive an X, the instructor will assign an F.
